What topics will | study in this subject?

Topic What this means

Education You will study the role and function of the education system from different
sociological perspectives, as well as the differences in attainment across social
groups in society such as different ethnicities, genders and social classes.
Families and You will explore the changing patterns of marriage, cohabitation, separation,
Households demography, the notion of childhood, and the diversity of contemporary family
and household structures.

Theory and Methods | You will look at the theoretical, practical and ethical considerations influencing
the choice of topic, choice of methods to be used in sociology research and how
to conduct research effectively.

Crime and Deviance You will explore the distribution of crime and deviance by ethnicity, gender and
social class. Also included is a look at green crime, state crime, crime prevention
theories and victimology.

Beliefs in Society You will study religious organisations, including cults, sects, New Age movements
and religious fundamentalism. We will evaluate the idea of secularisation -
discussing the ideas of ‘believing without belonging’, ‘spiritual shopping’ and
online religion.
